Project description (describe in detail):  (a)  Type of system or facility, (e.g., canal, pipeline, road);  (b)  related structures and facilities;  (c)  physical specifications (Length, width, grading, etc.);  (d)  term of years needed:  (e)  time of year of use or operation;  (f)  Volume or amount of product to be transported;  (g)  duration and timing of construction; and (h)  temporary work areas needed for construction (Attach additional sheets, if additional space is needed.)
a. The Southern California Integrated GPS Network (SCIGN), operated and maintained by the United States Geological Survey, uses continuously operating GPS reference stations to measure ground shifts caused by earthquakes and slow fault slip between earthquakes.  SCIGN would like to install a continuously operating GPS reference station on a 50 foot by 50 foot plot of land at North 35.3427(, West 117.6799( in NAD 83, approximately 300 feet north-northeast of the FAA communication facility.

b. The continuously operating GPS reference station is composed of a monument assembly and auxiliary equipment mast assembly.

c. The monument assembly is made of sections of stainless steel pipe forming a penta-pod of one vertical leg braced by four diagonal legs spaced at 90-degree angles around the vertical leg.  All legs extend 30 feet in length into the ground.  A drill rig is used to prepare the holes.  The upper 15 feet of each hole is cased with PVC pipe.  The stainless steel legs are placed in the holes and encased in a column of grout.  The legs are welded together at a point ~5 feet above the surface of the ground.  A GPS antenna is attached on top of the monument and enclosed in a 30% gray plastic hemisphere with a diameter of 15 inches.  The entire assembly is less than 7 feet tall and occupies a circle diameter on the surface of ~7 feet.  The monument would potentially disturb underground objects up to 25 feet from the central vertical leg to a depth of 30 feet.  The mast assembly is 15 feet tall and is located ~20 feet from the monument assembly.  The mast assembly consists of two metal enclosures, solar panels and telemetry antenna.  GPS data would be downloaded and processed by the SCIGN Operations Center at USGS Pasadena daily.

d. Each site will be used for a minimum of five (5) years.  The monument is designed to last for centuries and remain stable as a very precisely known reference point (also useful to BLM surveyors).  USGS would like the option to renew the land use agreement after five (5) years.

e. Operation of the GPS station would be continuous.

f. Does not apply.

g. To install the station, SCIGN and its contractors would require access to the site for one week.  

h. 30 feet of workspace in almost all directions around the monument assembly is required for vehicle-mounted drill rig and grouting equipment operation.  SCIGN personnel would make routine annual visits to conduct maintenance on the stations.

SCIGN has secured full funding from the USGS, NSF, NASA and the Keck Foundation, to install, operate, and maintain the proposed station for at least five (5) years, including protection and restoration of Federal lands affected.
