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While lodging about thirty miles north of New Madrid, on the.
14th of December, 1811, about 2 o'clock in the morning, occurred
a heavy shock of an earthquake. The house, where I was stopping,
was partly wood and partly brick structure; the brick portion all
fell, but I and the family all fortunately escaped unhurt.
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
